Parish Vision Statement

Introduction
Our community has adopted “Stewardship as a way
of life.” Our approach to stewardship education
includes engagement in acts of Hospitality, Prayer,
Formation and Service, each known as a
Stewardship Pillar to emphasize the continuous
cycle of Stewardship. "Stewardship as a Way of
Life” does not mean only being Catholic on Sunday,
or only giving of our money — it requires us to put
Jesus Christ first in our lives and to live every
aspect for the glory of Him. It asks each of us to
give of our time, talent and resources by having
fun together, praying together, learning together
and serving together. What you are is God’s gift to
you... what you become is your gift to God.
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Four Pillars of Stewardship
1) Stewardship Pillar of Hospitality

"When I was a Stranger, you welcomed me."

Jesus teaches that whenever we welcome one of
the least of our sisters and brothers, we welcome
Christ Himself. By living the Stewardship Pillar
of Hospitality, we seek to see the face of Christ

in one another. We foster a sense of belonging, not
only amongst each other, but also towards the
newcomer.

A stewardship parish is a welcoming parish, a
parish that seeks out and welcomes new members
to the parish family, and fosters a sense of
ownership and personal involvement in lived
stewardship to the parish family. When

parishioners experience a warm and personal
involvement and a sense of belonging, they in turn
become open to giving themselves to others.

This Pillar Help all parishioners feel that they have
an ownership of the community. While certain
ministries have Hospitality as their focus, there is
an important element of it present in all ministries.

The following Gifts/Charisms support Hospitality:
Advising, Pastoring, Communicating, Welcoming,
Evangelizing, Giving, Helping, Healing, Hospitality,
Mercy, Leadership, Missionary, Service, and
Wisdom.

2) Stewardship Pillar of Prayer
"Thy will be done."”

While the Pillar of Hospitality is first in our
Stewardship model, Prayer is the most important
Stewardship Pillar. Members of a Stewardship Four-
pillar parish nourish their souls through prayer and
with the Sacraments are disposed to receive God'’s
abundant graces. It is through prayer that we
nurture our personal relationship with the Father,
Son, and Holy Spirit. The Eucharist, as our central
prayer, holds a deep connection with Stewardship.

A stewardship parish strives to nourish the soul
through prayer. Prayer and the sacraments dispose
a soul to receive God's abundant graces, which are
necessary to grow in holiness. There is a deep
connection between the Eucharistic celebration,
thanksgiving, stewardship, and ways to thank God.
In both our personal and communal prayer, we
turn to God to discern our talents and gifts—to
discern His Will. Using our Time, Talent, and
Treasure is our response to the conversation with
God that is Prayer.

The following Gifts/Charisms support Prayer:
Celibacy, Discernment of Gifts, Evangelism, Faith,
Healing, Intercessory Prayer, Missionary, Pastoring,
Prophecy, and Voluntary Poverty.



3) Stewardship Pillar of Formation

"Move to Selflessness —
Formation is a life-long journey."”

Here lies the Heart of the steward's personal
response as a disciple—to share what one has
received and share with a generous, grateful and
loving heart. Inherent within each individual is the
need to give—to move from selfishness to
selflessness. Formation is a life-long journey of
conversion—a formidable task, involving education
of the mind and conversion of the heart for all
ages. On-going education for all ages is important
if we are to grow in our lives as stewards—you
never graduate from formation.

The following Gifts/Charisms support Stewardship
Pillar of Formation: Evangelism, Faith, Knowledge,
Missionary, Pastoring, Teaching, Wisdom, and
Writing.

4) Stewardship Pillar of Service
"I have come, not to be served, but to serve.”

Members of a stewardship parish recognize that
they also have a need to give beyond their own
members only. Parishioners seek the parish family
as a community to serve and to be served-to give
and to receive. Just as the members of a family
come together to help one of their own, a
stewardship parish family serves those who are
hurting or have needs. The members of a
stewardship parish recognize that they also have a
need to give beyond the parish. They have a need
to serve and to give anywhere in the global
community. Service, by those of all ages, provides
the opportunity to practice hospitality, prayer and
formation.

The following Gifts/Charisms support Stewardship
Pillar of Service: Administration, Craftsmanship,
Encouragement, Giving, Healing, Help, Leadership,
Mercy, Music, and Service.

What are Charisms?
Charisms are not just “natural abilities,” but gifts
distributed by the Spirit to each person as He wills.
Charisms often build on and work with our natural
personalities and abilities, but not always. It seems
clear from the scripture that each member of the
body is given some Charism or Charisms, that each
member of the body has a call or vocation to use
the gifts they are given to build up the body and
help carry out the church’s mission.
