Write two €88ays — whatever length you choose — addressing the two issues

described on the following pages. Use a separate page(s) for each essay and include your
name at the top of each page. Failure to follow instructions may result in disqualification.

Use your essay to tell us about yourself. Give specific examples of your character,
integrity, practice of the Catholic Faith, and your concern for using God'’s gifts to make
the world a better place. The world today has a different set of values than what Jesus
taught us during His short life. Let us know what you think about the world today and
your role in it.

This is your opportunity to say what is on your mind and what you care about. We are
interested in how you think and how you express yourself. We want to make sure that you
are a good representative of the values of the Church. Do not inflate your
accomplishments or try to impress us with polysyllabic words. Being yourself is going to
be all we need to know.

We expect this to be 100% your work. Your personal integrity is at stake. Finally, think
about your essay before you send us the final copy. This is a portrait of yourself that we
will examine to get to know you. Finalists may be called for a face to face interview.

Essay 1-(2 Parts): Part 1 - List the names and web addresses of at least five (5)
different Catholic web sites. Part 2- read one article from one of these sites and write a
review expressing your opinions. Be sure to include the title and source of the article.
